
When God Invites Us To Join His Work 

5-Day Devotion 
 

 
Day 1: 
Scripture: "Now Moses was keeping the flock of his father-in-law, Jethro, the priest of Midian, and 
he led his flock to the west side of the wilderness and came to Horeb, the mountain of God." - 
Exodus 3:1 

 
Reflection: God often meets us in ordinary moments of our daily lives. Where might He be trying to 
get your attention today? 

 
Application: Be attentive to God's presence in your routine activities today. 

 
Prayer: Lord, open my eyes to see You at work in the ordinary moments of my day. 
 
Day 2: 
Scripture: "When the Lord saw that he turned aside to see, God called to him out of the bush, 
'Moses, Moses!' And he said, 'Here I am.'" - Exodus 3:4 

 
Reflection: God initiates the call in our lives. How has He been calling you lately? 

 
Application: Respond to God's call with a willing "Here I am" today. 

 
Prayer: God, help me to hear and respond to Your voice when You call. 
 
Day 3: 
Scripture: "But Moses said to God, 'Who am I that I should go to Pharaoh and bring the children of 
Israel out of Egypt?'" - Exodus 3:11 

 
Reflection: We often feel unworthy or inadequate when God calls us. How might God be wanting to 
use you despite your perceived limitations? 

 
Application: Step out in faith today to do something you feel God is calling you to, even if you feel 
inadequate. 

 
Prayer: Lord, help me trust in Your strength rather than my own inadequacies. 
 



Day 4: 
Scripture: "But he said, 'Oh, my Lord, please send someone else.'" - Exodus 4:13 

 
Reflection: Sometimes we're simply unwilling to follow God's call. What might you be resisting in 
your life? 

 
Application: Surrender an area of unwillingness to God today. 

 
Prayer: Father, give me a willing heart to follow wherever You lead. 
 
Day 5: 
Scripture: "But I will be with you, and this shall be the sign for you, that I have sent you: when you 
have brought the people out of Egypt, you shall serve God on this mountain." - Exodus 3:12 

 
Reflection: God promises to be with us when He calls us. How have you experienced God's 
presence in challenging times? 

 
Application: Trust in God's presence as you face a difficult situation today. 

 
Prayer: Thank You, God, for Your promise to always be with me. Help me to trust in Your presence 
today.
